CAUTION: To avoid electrical hazard, make 
sure primary and secondary circuits are not 
energized while working in the compartment. 

KIT CONTENTS (CAT. NO. 343L880G1) 
The kit shown in Figure 1 contains two lengths of 
studs, nuts, lockwashers, wire ties, and a grommet 
strip. 

INSTRUCTIONS 
This hardware must be installed on the polyester 
glass back plate before the substructure is installed 
in any equipment. 

Before beginning assembly, the polyester glass 
barrier supporting the tips of the load conductors 
must be removed. Disassemble the hardware 
connecting the steel brackets to each load 
conductor, then remove the bolts securing the barrier 
to the brackets at each side. Save all hardware. 

Assemble the studs through the holes already 
machined in the polyester glass back plate. These 
holes are located on a line 1 %" below the 
centerline of the load conductors. The instrument 
transformers (not supplied) may now be slipped over 
these studs as shown and fastened with the nuts 
and lockwashers. 

Instrument Transformer 
Mounting Hardware Kit 
for Substructure Cat.

Make connections of control wiring to the #1 0-32 
secondary wiring terminals. Use wire ties to bundle 
wires and the grommet strip to line the 1 %'' 
diameter wiring access hole. Re-assemble the load 
support in reverse order of removal. 

Instrument transformers must be ordered separately 
and are listed in Table 1.
